Imported eggs

AOther European countries have experienced continued outbreaks of
salmonella

¢ several outbreaks among humans in the UK directly linked with imported
eggs over last decade

AHPA tests on imported eggs in 2004
¢ nearly 7% tested positive for salmonella

AFSA survey of imported eggs on sale in the UK, published in 2006

¢ egg shell and/or contents contamination in one in 30 boxes of six eggs
sampled
